16th Sunday in Ordinary Time

We've all been to banquets where the waiters and waitresses scurry around to
get the food served as quickly as possible. Whether it's a small funeral luncheon,
a larger wedding reception, or a conference banquet with a thousand or more
diners, the servers have their plan of how to deliver a hot meal in as efficient
a manner as possible. A food service manager can explain the chorcography
involved in training a staff and the preparation that takes place for cach meal
based on the number and courses of meals being served. Even the occasional
request for hot tea instead of coffee-that ubiquitous drink-is planned for and
diagrammed. Every hospitality manager wants the service to go well.

In today’s Gospel, Martha is a bit like that nervous hospitality manager. Jesus
was a well-known prophet with a significant following. He was welcomed by
Martha at her home. Luke never says why. Did she have the biggest house?
Was she hoping for some momentary fame in the village? Was she a relative to
onc of the many disciples? Did she know Jesus from an carlier encounter? Or
did she bake the best lemon meringue pie? (Well, we know it wasn't that one.)
In any event, Jesus was there, and Martha certainly wanted to make a good
impression just like any host or hostess.

At first blush, we might think Jesus’ rebuke to Martha as a bit of a put down.
Almost like telling folks at a conference banquet, “Listen to the speaker; ignore
the waiters.” But that is exactly what a good hospitality manager aims for,
service personnel that are so competent that they are unobtrusive. And maybe
that is the lesson we can take from the Gospel. We are to perform our service to
God and neighbor in and unobtrusive, even unheralded, manner. We go about
our lives not bragging about what good we've done.We just do it.

Life Line Screening at St. Mark

Life Line Screening will be coming to St. Mark
Catholic Church on Monday, August 16th. They of-
fer potentially life-saving ultrasound screenings of
the arteries and 3 simple blood tests to help iden-
tify risk of stroke, heart disease and diabetes.

Ultrasound and Doppler equipment is used to
screen

(1) the Carotid Arteries in the neck for plaque
buildup (up to 75% of all Strokes are linked to ar-
tery blockage),

((2) the Abdominal Aortic Artery for an aneu-
rysm,

((3) arteries in the legs for Peripheral Arterial Dis-
ease (PAD) which is high risk for heart disease.

((4) Atrial Fibrillation - irregular heartbeat (risk
factor for stroke and heart attack).

Also being offered are 3 finger-prick blood tests to
help identify risk for heart disease and diabetes:

((5) Complete Lipid Panel which measures cho-
lesterol, HDL, LDL & triglycerides,

((6) Glucose to determine blood sugar levels
(diabetes).

((7) C-Reactive Protein — elevated levels are
linked to increased risk of heart attack and
stroke.

((8) a bone density scan for Osteoporosis for
men and women will be available.

A physician typically will not order an ultrasound
evaluation for someone who has no symptoms of
vascular disease. Life Line Screening enables you
fo be checked for vascular disease and osteo-
porosis as part of your own personal prevention
plan. Results of the ultrasound screenings are sent
to your home. Blood test results are given immedi-
ately.

The Story and You

Sacred Conversations

Sixteenth Sunday of Ordinary Time

It's tempting to talk about Mary and Martha today. There is so
much to notice in this story, but my eye keeps going back to
Abraham, sitting in the entrance of that hot tent in the heat of
the day. And here is what keeps catching my eye: Looking up,
Abraham saw three men standing nearby.

He was sitting, looking out at the endless, silent desert. He
must have been able to see miles ahead, and the approach
of three strangers could have been observed for hours be-
fore they arrived outside his tent. But, no, he looked up and
saw them. No camels kicking up telltale dust three hours ear-
lier. No neighboring Bedouins calling out that strangers were
coming. He looked up, and there they were.

Is it possible that those three “men” —the angels posted with
God to announce the birth of Isaac-had been standing at the
entrance to Abraham'’s tent from the beginning of time? What
great cloud of witnesses surrounds us, waiting for us to look
up and see? What miracles hover near us, waiting for us to
notice?

Which brings us back to the Gospel today. Mary looked up
and saw Jesus in her home, and she never took her eyes off
of him. She showed the greatest hospitality by making room
for him in her soul and spirit— by truly seeing who it was who
was sent to her, and never leaving his side. She teaches us the
meaning of the mystic's sense of prayer:

Prayer is gazing at God, who is gazing at you.

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Confirmation

Bishop Sheridan recently announced new guidelines for
celebrating the sacrament of Confirmation, and has low-
ered the age for Confirmation. Confirmation is one of the
three sacraments of initiation (Baptism, Confirmation, Eu-
charist). As Bishop Sheridan states: “This identification
implies that Confirmation usually ought to be conferred
on those of a relatively young age, rather than an older
age...lowering the age for Confirmation will bring this sac-
rament into closer proximity with the other sacraments of
initiation.” Thus the age for Confirmation has been low-
ered - and next year at St. Mark, we will offer Confirmation
preparation leading to the spring celebration of the sacra-
ment for young people in 8th, 9th and 10th grades.
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First Reconciliation and First Eucharist

Diocesan guidelines call for two years of faith formation
in anticipation of celebrating the sacraments of First Rec-
onciliation and First Eucharist. During the second year of
faith formation, there is a parallel and separate process of
preparation for each of these sacraments. Faith formation
registration is from July 5-August 16.

Faith Formation Registration

Registration forms are available in the lower level and on-
line for all faith formation programs - Parish Faith Forma-
tion, Home based, FIRE, RAFT, TUFF, and Confirmation.
Registration deadline is August 16; a late fee incurs after
August 16. Thank you for your promptness in registering!
